


CROSSING 
BOUNDARIES

Wolves are constantly moving in and out of the area around Grand Teton National Park. �e �ve packs that spend 
the most time in and around the park are the Paci�c Creek, Huckleberry, Antelope, Pinnacle Peak and Bu�alo packs. 
Wolves from the neighboring Snake River and Gros Ventre packs sometimes travel through the area. Collectively, these 
and other wolves in the Greater Yellowstone Ecosystem disperse and form new packs and territories, resulting in a 
dynamic and continuously evolving wolf population.

�e boundaries on this map represent pack territories from data collected from radio-collared wolves. �ese areas 
are the primary home ranges of the packs, but wolves may be viewed outside these areas as they hunt and disperse 
throughout the ecosystem.

Wolves do not recognize lines on a map. 
Unlike Yellowstone’s wolves, the wolves in 
the Grand Teton area frequently travel 
beyond park boundaries.  In the course of an 
afternoon, a wolf may move from the park 
to private land, to national forest and back 
to Grand Teton. As a result, Grand Teton’s 
wolves encounter a variety of land uses, 
from ranches to wilderness to residential 
areas, making wolf management around 
Jackson Hole complex.  

Today, con�icts with human land use 
limit the expansion of the wolf’s range. 
Con�icts between livestock and wolves 
are managed on a case-by-case basis, 
ideally using non-lethal methods to 
avoid these con�icts before they occur. 
Many interested parties are working to 
address these challenges and to ensure 
that wolves continue to thrive in and 

around the parks.
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PACIFI C CREEK PACK
�e Paci�c Creek Pack, which likely 
formed around or before 2001, is 

one of the area’s oldest 
existing packs. �e origin 
of the Paci�c Creek Pack 
is unknown, but may have 
included a disperser from 
Yellowstone National Park’s 
Crystal Creek Pack. �ere 
are at least nine adult wolves 

in this pack, including �ve black 
and four gray individuals. Currently, 
two of the pack’s wolves are radio-
collared.  �is year, the pack denned 
on the Bridger-Teton National 
Forest outside park boundaries.  So 
far, pups have not been con�rmed 
in 2008, but the pack successfully 
reared six pups in 2007.

BUFFALO PACK
�is pack formed during the winter 
of 2005/2006, possibly after the 
Yellowstone Delta or Paci�c Creek 
packs split. �e Bu�alo Pack 
currently consists of seven to 10 
adults; of which at least �ve are 
black and two are gray. �ere are 
four radio-collared wolves in the 
pack.  In 2008, this pack successfully 
denned in Grand Teton National 
Park and biologists were able to 
con�rm three pups. Of those pups, 
two were black and one was gray.

HUCKLEBERRY PACK
�e Huckleberry Pack is the 
only wolf pack that lives almost 
exclusively within Grand Teton 
National Park’s boundaries. �is 
pack was �rst con�rmed during 
the summer of 2006. While the 
pack’s origin is unknown, several 
dispersers from the Bu�alo Pack 
joined it in 2007. �e pack is 
comprised of one black and three 
gray adults, one of which has a 
radio collar. �e Huckleberry Pack 
denned in the park in 2008, but 
whether it was successful in rearing 
pups is unknown.

ANTELOPE 
PACK
�e Antelope 
pack is the 
newest pack 
in the Grand 

Teton National Park area. It formed 
during the 2007/2008 winter from 
at least one disperser from the 
Huckleberry Pack and probably 
additional wolves from other packs 
in the valley. �is pack illustrates 
the dynamic nature of the area’s wolf 
packs. Wolves leave packs as they 
mature and join or form new packs 
as they compete for territories. �is 
pack denned in 2008, but its success 
in producing pups has not yet been 
con�rmed. Two of the four adult 
wolves are gray and two are black.    

PINNACLE PEAK PACK
�e Pinnacle Peak Pack is one of 
the largest packs currently using 
Grand Teton National Park. It has 
a large home range that includes the 
National Elk Refuge, home to one of 
the densest winter 
concentrations 
of elk in North 
America. �is pack 
may be the most 
visible to visitors 
in winter because 
of the proximity of 
its territory to the town of Jackson. 
�e pack formed during the fall of 
2007 and includes a disperser from 
the Bu�alo Pack. �e adults include 
four gray and at least one black wolf. 
Four of the adults wear radio collars. 
In 2008, biologists con�rmed the 
pack had �ve gray pups.
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
